Cattedrale di San Lorenzo

S. Lorenzo Cathedral

Sorta nel 1102 come cappella, ha
subito un importante ampliamento
nel sec. XV. Dedicata a San Lorenzo,
nel 1639 e stata totalmente rinno-
vata su progetto dell’architetto Bo-
naventura Certo. Nel 1743 I'archi-
tetto Giovan Biagio Amico realizzo
I'attuale facciata con pronao porti-
cato, il campanile, la cupola, le cap-
pelle laterali all’abside e il coro. Fu
consacrata cattedrale nel 1844.

Linterno e decorato con affreschi e
stucchi neoclassici. Notevole la quar-
ta cappella a destra che conserva
una tela attribuita a A.Van Dyck, raf-
figurante la Crocifissione (sec. XVII).

L’antico quartiere Palazzo

'antico quartiere Palazzo si chiama forse cosi
per l'alta concentrazione di eleganti abitazioni
private che all’epoca lo contraddistingueva-
no. Successivamente, la zona fu divisa in due
ulteriori quartieri, San Francesco e San Lo-
renzo, quest'ultimo dal nome della chiesa
preesistente, nata come cappella dedicata al
santo patrono dei genovesi, presenti in
numero sempre crescente in citta per i traf-
fici commerciali marittimi.
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Built in 1102 as a chapel, and enlarged
in the fifteenth century. It was dedi-
cated to Saint Lawrence and in 1639
it was completely renovated by the ar-
chitect Bonaventura Certo according
to his plans. In 1743, the architect
Giovan Biagio Amico realized the
present facade with a porticated pro-
naos, bell tower, dome, lateral apsidal
chapels and the choir. It was conse-
crated in 1844. The interior is deco-
rated with frescos and Neoclassic plas-
ter.The fourth chapel on the right is re-
markable for its painting representing

the crucifixion of Christ by A.Van Dyck.

The ancient Palazzo quarter

Perhaps the ancient Palazzo quarter is so-called
due to the high concentration of elegant private
homes which characterised it at the time. Later

the area was divided into two more quarters:

San Francesco and San Lorenzo, from the name
of the pre-existing church. It was born as a
chapel dedicated to the patron saint of the
people of Genova, who were present in ever-
increasing numbers in the city due to maritime
commercial trdffic.
